· Louis Braille was born in 1809.


· Louis had an accident in his father’s workshop that caused him to lose his sight in one eye.


· Louis became blind in both eyes when he was 4 years old.


· Louis went to a school for blind boys.


· At school Louis met an army officer called Charles Barbier. He introduced Louis to a system of writing used by soldiers at night to send messages.


· After meeting Charles Barbier, Louis invented his own system of reading and writing with raised dots.


· Louis finally perfected his writing system in 1824.


· As soon as he perfected his writing system, Louis taught it to his friends.


· Louis eventually became a teacher at the school where he was a pupil.


· Two years after Louis died, his way of reading and writing became used throughout France.


· Today, Louis Braille’s writing system is known as braille and is used around the world.
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
